The longer
you are sober, the more potential there is to fully appreciate and learn from all that you can experience at
the conference. You have the opportunity to participate in something that can create positive changes in
your life... so come join us for a relaxing, enjoyable retreat in the company of 4-C women!

Our gathering for the conference begins Friday with registration starting at 11 AM and continues
throughout the afternoon and evening. Some of the Friday Activities will include 2 workshops (see back
page), discussion groups, WFS meetings, professional massage services, WFS Bookstore to browse through
all the WFS literature and the chance to get to meet all the other attendees. Saturday is a full day of
workshops, discussion groups, and meetings (various topics include: relapse prevention, tools for recovery,
learning about WFS, coping skills, journal writing, nutrition, meditation, etc.). Also, you don’t want to miss
out on participating at WFS’s Annual Fundraising Auction! Sunday is reserved for a full group
meeting/workshop to close out our special weekend. The conference ends after lunch on Sunday.

If you are arriving at the conference via airline, the airport
closest to DeSales University is:
Lehigh Valley International Airport - www.LVIA.org
U.S. Route 22 & Airport Road - Allentown, PA 18103
(610) 266-6000 (formerly known as ABE Airport)

There is a taxi service (also provides limo service) from the airport:
Lehigh Valley Transportation Services (LVTS) (610-867-6000). They
have minivans/taxis available at the taxi stands just outside the exit
doors by the baggage carousels at the airport. If you are arriving on
an early flight or late flight, it would be a good idea to call the day
before the flight. They prefer 24 hours notice for women needing
taxi service from DeSales to the airport on Sunday. The approx.
charge will be $32 to DeSales, an additional $5 per head for extra
people in the cab.
